Buffalo Public School, Middle early College High School (MECHS) and SUNY Buffalo State College
Program IS a contract supported partnersnip. Students from MeCHS are low—Income and at high
risk for dropping out of high school. Students take college courses beginning in the 10th graade.
The program provides summer orientation, access and registration to college courses, mandated
academic tutoring assistance as well as social and emotional support through the MECHS
Academic Support ana lTutoring Center located in South Wing, room 230. Once MECHS students
graduate and matriculate to BSC, students continue with the same advisor to have access and
support through the MECHS Tutoring Center.

Outcomes

e Approximately 200 MECHS students take Buffalo State College courses
every semester; 100 attend regular classes on campus

MECHS students enter BSC with an average of 36 credit hours

Campus Collaboration with Chemistry and Political Science Departments
